Discovery of inter-species hybridization in a wild population of sharks in tropical Australia

Presented by: Dr. Jenny Ovenden, principal research scientist with the Queensland Government and adjunct associate professor 
at the University of Queensland, Australia.

Description: The presence of hybridization was uncovered during a study of the population genetic structure of two species of sharks that are harvested commercially in tropical Australia.  Dr. Ovenden will talk about how data collected from that project led to the discovery and likely implications for the persistence of the species in the short and long term.
