Pre-Course Assignment
Dear Participants: Yes it’s true, we are going to have you work before, during and after this course. Consider this your orientation to teacher training and a model for effective instruction: helping participants prepare for the course, plan and deliver appropriate content and then provide an opportunity to apply what is learned.  But not to worry, the tasks are simple and might actually be fun!
First: Complete the PARTICIPANT SURVEY and return it by March 24th, 2009 via e-mail to Julie_Study@fws.gov or FAX attention Julie Study at NCTC at (304) 876-7231.  This is important information that will guide the session instruction to better meet participant needs.

Second: To help ensure site support for your efforts before, during and after the course, we have enclosed a SUPERVISOR’S SUPPORT MEMORANDUM for your supervisor to sign.  The memo communicates the course requirements, including implementing a teacher workshop at your site.  Please have your supervisor sign the memo, and FAX or e-mail a copy by March 24, 2009.
Third: WOW Book: You will get your course copy of WOW: The Wonders of Wetlands via FEDEX before the course.  You will be referring to this resource when you work with your team to design and implement a mini (2-3 hour) teacher workshop as part of the course.  There is a fun “WADING THROUGH WETLANDS SHEET for you to complete inside the front cover.  It is designed to help you get a basic understanding of what is in the book, so please complete before you come to class.  This will be your only copy; please do not forget to bring it with you to the course.  They are $35.00 each.  We don’t have extras!
Post-Course Assignment
To apply what you learn in this course, you will be required to conduct at least one teacher workshop within a year after the course.  This can be one you are doing with a partner(s) or one you lead. The course is designed to provide knowledge, skills, and practice with actual teachers and planning time to lay the groundwork for that task.  When you complete the course, you should have a good start to your teacher workshop plan.  Once you return to your site, you will continue to have support through access to the NCTC course leader and instructors, and fellow participants that are just an e-mail or call away.
