vulnerable to CC: 

 Cold water stream habitat 

 Coastal plain pond 

 

Vulnerability assessment identifies these as 

particularly threatened 



ADAPTATION AT CENTURY BOG 

VA also helps us focus and plan adaptation 

actions: 

 

 Relocation of stream 

 Shading of stream 

 Punching holes into aquifer 

 Water control in pond

 VA was originally important in identifying
